	Tribute to Nancy McGuffin Price April 12, 2023
To all the friends of the Burr House Spinners & Weavers Guild, the Richmond Hill Historical Society and the Hill Potters’ Guild ... We are sad to announce that one of our Founding Members, Nancy McGuffin Price, has passed away at age 95. Nancy was on the Building Committee which brought the Guild Hall to its current location and celebrated our Official Opening on October 23, 1982. She then was involved in the research and publication of Spectrum: Dye Plants of Ontario which was first published in 1986. Nancy was an active member who in recent years became an Honorary Member who visited from time to time. She inspired many who knew her as a friend and a talented fibre artist. Nancy told us that she remembers her days with the Guild as happy times. She will be missed.

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The concept of “Spectrum” — to catalogue, illustrate and test the
dye plants of Ontario — is simply stated.

The fruition of this concept has involved the efforts of individuals
and guilds throughout the province. I wish to acknowledge the sup-
port and assistance of the dyers of Ontario, who through their
enthusiasm and diligence, have made this reference work a reality.
To all those who foraged, chopped, brewed, strained, skeined and
labelled, I express my gratitude.

A special thanks is proffered to Carolyn Davis Dyk of Agincourt, a
graduate of the O.H.S Master Spinners Course, who designed the
dye exercise which was used.

The illustrators also deserve special acknowledgement. Some were
dyers, but many more were friends or spouses. Some were cajoled
into service; others were intrigued by the challenge. Their collective
talents have contributed a unique vibrancy. As well, I am indebted
to the Ministry of Supply and Services Canada, for granting us
permission to reproduce drawings from the publication Weeds of
Canada.

Complete listings of the participating dyers and artists are included
at the conclusion of the text.

Professional assistance was generously given by Dr. John C. Krug,
of the Department of Botany, University of Toronto, and by Allan
Foster, B.Sc., M.Sc., the botanist-curator of the Kortright Centre
for Conservation.

Financial assistance was forth-coming from the Town of Richmond
Hill. Without their support, completion of this project would have
been impossible.

The members of the Burr House Guild merit my heart-felt apprecia-
tion. Their support and encouragement made the study project viable;
their willingness to undertake any assignment has brought it to a suc-
cessful conclusion.
